After getting a basic historical understanding of the Old Testament, it isimportant to
understand the Mosaic Law aso (Exodus through Deuteronomy), which augments the historical
record.

Then the first six chapters of Daniel, along with Ezra, Nehemiah and Esther, are essential to
understand the history of Isragl after the period of the kings.

The remainder of the Old Testament is basically comprised of the prophets. and once again a
knowledge of the historical context in which each prophet wrote is important to understand what
he wrote.
